♦ Reading, Speaking and Listening, Writing, and Mathematics are graded by year end 
standards 

 
♦ Social Studies, Science, Wellness, Physical Education, Music and Art are graded by term  
♦ Social Skills/Work Habits are graded by term with a numerical rating (1-4)*  
♦ Effort in each subject area is reflected by a numerical rating (1-4)*  

*Please note: for consistency, the rating scale has been reversed, making ‘4’ the optimum score. 
 
Marking Key:  
 
A   Approaches the Standard: The student demonstrates understanding of basic concepts  
 and skills. Performance varies in consistency with regard to accuracy and quality.   
 Support and guidance often needed for clarification and to sustain involvement.   
 
A*  Progress Has Been Made Toward the Year End Standard: May be issued only in second 
 and third terms in areas with year end standards. 
 
M   Meets the Standard: The student demonstrates an understanding of both basic and extended 

concepts and skills. Performance characteristics include consistency, accuracy, quality, and 
growing independence.
