Blocksi Manager features a dashboard to help filter students that are in school, as well as 
those signing in remotely, track their device and detect signs of cyberbullying and/or any type 
of  harm within their WPS Google Domain. Additionally, Blocksi uses AI scanning to  activate 
alerts that are sent directly to the school principal.

When student searches are deemed inappropriate or having concern for students physical and 
mental health, a notification is printed out and discussed by the students school counselor, 
Dean of Students and also may involve parental / caregiver communication based on the 
content of the inquiry.

EXAMPLE  OF A SYLLABUS  w/a 
PROHIBITIVE STATEMENT:
“The use of generative artificial intelligence 
(AI) tools such as ChatGPT to write, create, 
or inspire work does not meet the learning 
goals for this class. Submitting any AI work 
as your own is considered is plagiarism and 
violates academic integrity.” 

EXAMPLE  OF A SYLLABUS w/a CITATION 
STATEMENT:
“Submitting any work produced by any 
artificial intelligence engine such as 
ChatGPT as your own is considered 
plagiarism. Any text, images or other 
creations of AI must be properly cited in any 
assignment or project.”
